Post Qualifying MA 

in Humanistic and Integrative Psychotherapy

A writing and research programme for qualified psychotherapists run by BCPC and validated by Middlesex University.

This is an opportunity to review and renew your practice through a research programme that supports you to explore your chosen subject area, design your research, and present your results in a research paper of 15,000 words leading to the award of MA from Middlesex University.

Course dates:  September 2011 to July 2012
Submission of Research Paper: November 2012 or May 2013 

The course will consist of 18 taught days (Fridays) and 3 individual tutorials with feedback on written work aimed directly at supporting research design and detailed writing process. 
Course Content

You don’t necessarily need to have already worked out an area of study to apply for this programme as initially the work of the course is to help you find a ‘research question’.   Something you want to know more about; a puzzle to you; an area you want to spend some time with; a subject you already feel passionate about. Your area of study might be a further exploration of your original dissertation subject or a different area entirely - this is to be discovered.  
You will be joining an existing group of MA students in their final year who have reached the stage of writing their research dissertation. This group will meet for 18 one day meetings fortnightly on Fridays over the academic year, building an experiential and research focused learning community where writing will be presented and feedback received. 

There will be tutor input on qualitative research design and methodology exploring various approaches to research including Heuristic, Phenomenological and Imaginal methods. In addition there are 3 individual tutorials and 3 tutor feedbacks on drafts during the year designed to give you full support with your writing (further support is available if needed in the period leading up to submission of your paper).

She is currently Vice-Chair of UKCP’s HIP College.  
Entry criteria
To be eligible for the programme you must already have a UKCP accredited professional psychotherapy award, for example by having a BCPC psychotherapy diploma or a psychotherapy qualification from another school or institute that is a UKCP member organisation. 
This qualification enables you to APL 120 masters level credits towards the MA. The MA is 180 credits in total; the extra 60 credits come from the writing of the 15,000 word research paper.
