Following interview and offer of place, you will be required to pay a deposit for the

course within two weeks

Acceptance of a place on this course is a contractual commitment to pay the full fee

and refunds are not permitted if for any reason you do not complete the stage

Throughout training you are required to be in personal counselling or psychotherapy
(in person), with a therapist from our approved list (a minimum of 35 hours per year),

which will cost from a minimum of £45 an hour
Due to bank charges on international payments there is an additional £10 charge

Please note that our training requires attendance in person
