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Approved Practitioners list for bcpc students

The bcpc Trustees in consultation with the staff, have decided to charge a referral fee for practitioners who benefit through being on the bcpc approved practitioners list, and we ask that you sign this form and return it with your application as an indication that you agree to pay this referral fee.  

This change was prompted by a need to raise revenue for the organisation and a desire to avoid placing further cost on students. Our rationale is that as an approved practitioner, your practice is advertised to a group of targeted potential clients. These potential clients, our students, are required to choose a psychotherapist or counsellor from bcpc’s approved lists and are likely to remain as clients of their chosen practitioner for some time.  This represents a potentially significant benefit to you as a source of referrals. 

Should your application be successful, there will be no charge for you to be on the list, which is given to all new students and those who wish to change their therapist or counsellor.  There is, however, a referral fee which works as follows.  The student informs bcpc of the name of their new therapist and when the student has completed the first ten sessions, bcpc will raise an invoice to the practitioner for £60, which is a nominal fee for two sessions.
